LARGE RURAL FACTORY SYSTEM
UPGRADE
Imagine this scenario.  A rural factory employing up to 300
people, the sewage system is blocking after only 5 years operation
and effluent is backing up the pipework.

The original engineer does not have any solutions and another
engineer estimates it could cost up to $150,000 to install a suitable
sewage treatment plant.

A local plumber remembers an address I gave to Master Plumbers
on wastewater systems (some 5 years previously) and suggests
contacting me.

After visiting the site and outlining my proposal to the management
I was engaged as Project Manger to design, invite tenders and
supervise installation of a new sewage system.

The existing septic tank was pumped in the meantime while the
tender process was completed and arrangements made with the
successful tenderers.

The installation of the new system was completed in under 3
days and cost less than $50,000.

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FAIR GO COMPLAINT AVOIDED

The internet service assisted an Auckland homeowner in a recent
dispute over a failed effluent system.

My involvement started when I received an email from an
American environmental engineer who had come across her plea
for help on a USA bulletin board.

As he was familiar with my website (which was recommended
by the American Master Plumbers) he asked if I could assist.

I contacted the woman and obtained details of her complaint.
